TREASURER’S REPORT FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR
1 JULY 2023 – 30 JUNE 2024

The opening balance at 1st July 2023 was £ 4615.51 of which £4575.56 was in our current account.

During the year 2023-24 our  income was £1866.01.  In the previous year income was £1648.60.  There has been an increase in income of £217.41. Much of that increase is accounted for by a cancelled cheque pertaining to room hire. The cheque for £185 had not been presented by the church to its bank in 2021.  The cheque had to be cancelled and a new one issued in the financial year 2023-24.   Local membership and the national quota were stable.  There was a slight fall in income from book sales but this was more than matched by  an increase in the number of guests. Income from refreshments was stable. 

During the year 2023-24 expenditure was £3127.97.  In the year 2022-23 expenditure was £636.52.  Expenditure has increased by £2491.45.   As explained at our last AGM we received no invoices for our booking of the church for 2022-23 and there was one  from 2021-22 that had not been presented.  In addition, the previous treasurer had settled one invoice in 2021 with the church but the cheque was not presented.  A new cheque has been written and the amount has to be shown as a payment for 2023-24 not 2021-22 when it was originally presented.  I reported last year that I had written to the Historical Association explaining the situation regarding the unpresented room hire invoices.  Clearly this year our room hire bill of £2027.50 seems excessive but it is made up of:

There has been an increase  in other expenses. There was an increase of almost £80 in lecturers’ travel expenses.  Inevitably this will vary depending on distance travelled.
There was an increase in hospitality of approximately £150.  This is mainly explained by the generosity of our Chairman who did not claim the whole of his expenditure on hospitality in 2022-23.  We also make a gift to our auditor.  This was not done in 2022-23 and had to rectified in the last financial year.  Our membership fee for Ealing Arts also increased in 2023-24.

Expenditure for the year exceeded income  by £1261.96.  However, when we take into account the fact that the expenditure for 2023-24 includes £1135 of payments for hire of the church in 2021-2 and 2022-3  the final position is not, I think,  of great concern.  If we remove those room hire payments that relate to 2021-22 and 2022-3 the overall deficit on the year falls from    £1261.96 to  £126.96.  

We ended the financial year on 30 June 2024 with a closing balance of £3353,55 of which £3352.24 was in our current account and £1.31 was cash in hand.   

Finally, I should  like to thank our auditor, Colin Easton, for his hard work in auditing the accounts.
